1. CONTRACTOR SHALL REVIEW SPECIFICATIONS AND PLANTING INSTALLATION
DETAILS BEFORE BEGINNING WORK.

2. CONTRACTOR SHALL VISIT SITE AND BECOME FAMILIAR WITH CONDITIONS UNDER
WHICH WORK SHALL BE DONE PRIOR TO BIDDING.

3. CONTRACTOR SHALL IMMEDIATELY UPON THE AWARD OF THE CONTRACT, ORDER,
LOCATE AND PURCHASE (OR HAVE HELD) ALL PLANT MATERIAL REQUIRED BY THESE
PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS.

4. LOCATION AND DEPTH OF ALL SITE UTILITIES SHALL BE DETERMINED PRIOR TO
COMMENCEMENT OF WORK. GRADING AND UTILITY INFORMATION PROVIDED HAS NO
GUARANTEE OF BEING ACCURATE. CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY AND LOCATE UTILITY
LOCATIONS TO HIS ACCEPTANCE.

5. CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR REPAIRS OF ANY EXISTING
CONDITIONS TO REMAIN DAMAGED AS A RESULT OF NEGLIGENCE OF HIS CREW.

6. SEE ENGINEER'S PLAN FOR LAYOUT OF ALL CURBS, WALLS, RETAINING WALLS, SITE
GRADING AND DRAINAGE. SEE ARCHITECTS PLAN FOR LOCATION OF ALL BUILDINGS.

7. PLANT SYMBOLS TAKE PRECEDENCE OVER PLANT QUANTITIES SPECIFIED. WHERE
SHRUB SYMBOLS ARE MASSED, CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN A CONSISTENT ON
CENTER TRIANGULAR SPACING AS NOTED. CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY PLANT
TOTALS FOR BID PURPOSES.

8. CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY OWNER'S REPRESENTATIVE FOR INSPECTION AT THE
FOLLOWING TIMES:

-IRRIGATION COVERAGE, PRIOR TO PLANT PLACEMENT
--PLANT APPROVAL AND SPOTTING PRIOR TO PLANTING
--PRE-MAINTENANCE APPROVAL
--POST-MAINTENANCE/FINAL APPROVAL.

9. OWNERS REPRESENTATIVE SHALL APPROVE ALL FINISH GRADING PRIOR TO
PLACEMENT OF ANY PLANT MATERIAL.

10. PLANTING BEDS SHALL HAVE FINISHED GRADES SMOOTHED TO ELIMINATE
PUDDLING OR STANDING WATER. CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN A MINIMUM OF %
DRAINAGE AWAY FROM BUILDINGS AND PAVING INTO DRAINAGE STRUCTURES OR TO
STREET (SEE ENGINEERS GRADING AND DRAINAGE PLAN). CONTRACTOR SHALL
NOTIFY OWNER IMMEDIATELY OF ANY CONFLICTS IN MAINTAINING DRAINAGE.

11. WORK WILL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE GOVERNING
AGENCIES.

12. CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY OWNER'S REPRESENTATIVE OF ANY DISCREPANCIES
IN THE EXISTING CONDITIONS OR WITHIN THE PLANS PRIOR TO BEGINNING WORK.

13. PRIOR TO PLANTING, IRRIGATION SYSTEM SHALL BE FULLY OPERATIONAL AND ALL
PLANTING AREAS SHALL BE THOROUGHLY WATERED.

14. PERCOLATION TEST SHALL BE CONDUCTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE
LANDSCAPE SPECIFICATIONS.

15. ROCKS AND DEBRIS THREE INCHES (3") AND LARGER SHALL BE REMOVED FROM
PLANTING AREAS IN THE TOP SIX INCHES (6") OF SOIL, AND THEN REMOVED FROM
THE SITE.

16. ALL AREAS TO BE PLANTED AND IRRIGATED SHALL RECEIVE SOIL AMENDMENTS,
EXCEPT WHERE SPECIFICALLY NOTED OTHERWISE ON THE DRAWINGS.

17. THE FOLLOWING SOIL AMENDMENTS ARE TO BE USED AS THE BASIS FOR BIDS.
ONCE ALL SITE IMPROVEMENTS ARE IN PLACE AND APPROXIMATE FINISH GRADES
ESTABLISHED, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL FURNISH TO THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT A
SOILS REPORT MADE FROM THE SURFACE AND SUBSURFACE (18" BELOW GRADE)
SOIL BY AN APPROVED AGRICULTURAL LAB. THE REPORT SHALL INCLUDE PH, N-P-K,
SAR, ECE, BORON LEVELS, AND SOIL PARTICLE SIZE AND TEXTURAL EVALUATION.
ARCHITECT SHALL REVIEW THIS REPORT PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF SOIL
PREPARATION OR PLANTING, AND RECOMMEND ADJUSTMENTS TO THE CONTRACTOR,
IF REQUIRED.

18. THE FOLLOWING SOIL PREPARATION ARE PER 1000 SQUARE FEET:
4 CU.YD. SOIL CONDITIONER.
30 LBS. 16-6-8 GRANULAR FERTILIZER
200 LBS. AGRICULTURAL GYPSUM
25 LBS. SOIL SULFUR
40 LBS. IRON SULFATE

19. NON-BIODEGRADABLE TREE ROOT BARRIERS SHALL BE INSTALLED WHERE TREES
ARE PLACED WITHIN 5 FEET OF PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS INCLUDING WALKS, CURBS,
OR STREET PAVEMENT OR WHERE NEW PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS ARE PLACED
ADJACENT TO EXISTING TREES. ROOT BARRIERS WILL NOT BE WRAPPED AROUND
THE ROOTBALL. ROOT BARRIER TO BE MFG BY "BIO-BARRIER" OR EQUIVALENT.

20. PLANTING TABLETS SHALL BE GRO-POWER OR AGRIFORM (12 MONTH SLOW
RELEASE FORMULATION), AS PER SPECIFICATIONS.

21. UNDER PLANT ALL TREES WITH THE ADJACENT SHRUB AND/OR GROUND COVER
AS INDICATED BY THE PLANS. PLANTS SHALL BE INSTALLED WITH TRIANGULAR
SPACING. PLANT GROUNDCOVERS TO WITHIN 12" OF TREE OR SHRUB STEMS UNLESS
INDICATED OTHERWISE.

22. IRRIGATE ALL PLANTING AREAS FOR TWO WEEKS TO GERMINATE WEEDS. APPLY
CONTACT HERBICIDE TO WEEDS ONLY PER MANUFACTURER. MONSANTO "ROUND-UP"
OR EQUIVALENT.

23. AT COMPLETION OF MAINTENANCE PERIOD. APPLY COMMERCIAL FERTILIZER
(15-15-15) AT 2LBS/1000SF TO TURF AREAS AND WATER IMMEDIATELY WITH
THOROUGH IRRIGATION CYCLE.

24. CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING ALL AREAS IN A WEED AND
DEBRIS-FREE CONDITION THROUGHOUT THE MAINTENANCE PERIOD.

25. MAINTENANCE / ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD SHALL BE 90 DAYS. TREES AND SHRUBS
SHALL BE GUARANTEED FOR A PERIOD OF ONE YEAR, BEGINNING FROM THE DATE OF
FINAL ACCEPTANCE AT THE END OF THE ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD.

26. ALL TREES SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH 40 SQ. FT ROOT ZONE AND PLANTED IN AN
AIR AND WATER PERMEABLE LANDSCAPE AREA. THE MINIMUM DIMENSION (WIDTH)
OF THIS AREA SHALL BE 5 FEET, MEASURED FROM THE INSIDE FACE OF THE CURB.

27. ALL LANDSCAPE AND IRRIGATION SHALL BE INSTALLED AND MAINTAINED IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE CITY OF SAN DIEGO'S LANDSCAPE REGULATIONS, THE LAND
DEVELOPMENT MANUAL LANDSCAPE STANDARDS, AND ALL OTHER LANDSCAPE
RELATED CITY AND REGIONAL STANDARDS.

28. ALL REQUIRED LANDSCAPE AREAS SHALL BE MAINTAINED BY
DEVELOPER/OWNER. THE LANDSCAPE AREAS SHALL BE MAINTAINED FREE OF
DEBRIS AND LITTER AND ALL PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE MAINTAINED IN A HEALTHY
GROWING CONDITION.
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
